187. Minutes of the last meeting
The Minutes of the meeting of 19 October 2018, copies of which had been circulated,
were taken as read and approved.

188. Declarations of interest

Councillors were reminded that for those with any interest to be disclosed in relation to an
item included in the agenda for this meeting, it was their duty to do so at the appropriate
agenda item (as required to be disclosed by Section 96(1) of the LGA 1972, and in
accordance with the Parish Councils Order 2001. Councillors had each received a form,
which they were required to complete with any declarations of intferest on an annual basis.

189.  Matters arising from the Minutes

a) Speedwatch

The SID machine, which had been due out on rental, is now due out again in December. In
the meantime, a coordinator from a neighbouring parish had been helping to run
Speedwatch outings in this parish, using their own machine. Two further volunteers had come
forward, with another two interested in doing so.

b) SLR

Costing had been received for two week deployments of the SLR machine, at a cost of
£630.00, which was agreed.

c) Land adjacent to the Hurst Leisure Centre
The formal agreement had been received, and had been signed.
d) Civic Service and Remembrance Sunday

Both events had gone well. The civic service had been well attended, in the company of the
Rt Hon The Mayor of Basingstoke and Deane, Clir Sean Keating, and his wife, the Lady
Mayoress, Gwen. Remembrance Sunday had also passed smoothly and without incident, with
between 400-500 people in attendance. Thanks had been made to all those who had helped
to make the 100 years centenary of the end of the 1st World War a poignant and memorable
event, and Council made a vote of thanks to the Clerk for her part in the proceedings. The
Memorial seat has arrived, and will be placed in the Peace area in the near future.

e) Highways
All items had been actioned, or moved forward.

190.  County, Borough, BDAPTC and Police reports
a) County Councillor Derek Mellor reported that:

o Despite budget setting, HCC's half a billion reserves are still intact, and it is expected
that monies will need to be expended on adult social care. By April 2019 a further 1000
people will be over the age of 85.

o Bus passes remain unchanged, but the No 14 bus route will be cut down to a 2 hourly
service rather than 1 hour as at present, during peak hours.

o Waste recycling — contract with West Berkshire extended for another year, which
includes some residents in north Hampshire.




Tadley Library is due to re-open in early December, having had a £100,000 refit.
Residential street lighting is due o be turned off between 1.00 and 4.00 am from April
2019.
